Lean towards not having one large conference that rotates. They like the diversity
and decentral. They like spatially distinct locations and feel like it does not hinder
community building as it makes it more accessible to regions.
Their view is there is a main conference in the US that is more distinct and that isn’t
a bad thing. The others formed naturally when there was a need and separate
interests. Each conference has different formats and accessibilities.
Overwhelmingly they miss developer day and think it should return. That was
originally what the “conference” was intended for and the focus on research has
alienated developers.
Workshops need to be more “established” rather than focused on newer packages
and a vignette demo.
